	Costs


We normally charge £650.00 plus VAT and disbursements for the work involved in preparing a Lasting Power or Attorney and dealing with the registration process on your behalf.  If you appoint a professional Certificate Provider there is likely to be a charge, in addition there is a Registration fee of £130.00.
If you wish to make both a Health and Welfare and a Property and Financial Lasting Power of Attorney, or if you are a couple and you want mirror Lasting Powers of Attorney our charge would be £950.00 plus VAT and disbursements.  Note that each Lasting Power of Attorney is processed independently by the Office of the Public Guardian and there the registration fee will double to £240.00.

If you are a couple and you want mirror Lasting Powers of Attorney for both types then our charges are £1,350.00 + VAT and disbursements.

	Exemptions and Remissions


If you are on certain means tested benefits you may be eligible for a remission for the applicable Registration Fees.  If you are on a low income you may be eligible for partial or total exemption from the applicable Registration Fees.  If you are on means tested benefits (including guaranteed pension credits) or have an annual income of less that £16,000 let us know and we will advise you accordingly.
